Book of "Deuteroncmy"

Starting with a major correction- Deutercnomy is translated as "second law" in
the Septuagint, and is not the correet title of this book. The title is in the
Hebrew "These(are)}the words™, elleh(428) dabariym(1697 plural). Elleh dabariym
is not a second law, but a repetition of the laws given to Mosheh by Yahweh, in
the period preceeding Mosheh's death, occuring in Chapter 34. These are fo be
the standards cof behavior for Yisrael, which they later igneored to their own
detriment.

As in the other four books, proper names will be used ip the translation format,
followed by the Strong's number in parentheses the first time. In the margin,
the word will be spelled as it appears in the KJV. After that it will not have
the number with it. I have ceased indicating Masoretic vowel points,as you can
see them in your Strong's. They are only for prononciation help, and many of
them are qguestionable anyway, as they change the spelling and meaning of key
words, the main one being the Holy Name itself.

Chapter notes following a chapter are mine, and are my view of the chapter. Take
them as that, and agree or disagree as you will. If in doubt,look it up. I have
used many books for research, and they are as follows-

Notes - Chapter 8 is a warning against Yisrael getting "fat and happy"” in the new
land they were entering, and then going into apostasy with pagan idol worship, and
borrowed loecal "traditions', which they did later. The Talmud, or "studies", as it
means in Hebrew, is from Babel(Babylon) and contradicts Scripture many times. Man
made traditions are taught as doctrine, and this early warning was culminated when
Yahshua Messiah said to the practitioners of talmudism - "You teach as doctrine
the traditions of men." This warning is still current though, as these traditions
are still being taught today. Sunday worship, race mixing in the "churches", pagan
holidays as "Christian" holidays (Christmas/Yule, Easter/Ishtar fertility rites).
Beware! Read the Scripture, and anyvthing that is not commanded here, DOW'T DO!

Notes - Chapter 11 is more historical reminders, and exhortation against fear of
going into the new land. Verse 18 however, has been misused by the talmudists,
and instead of a metaphorical passage, it is taken literally by them. 1t was
never intended by Mosheh to literally bind little boxes of Scripture on your arms
and head. You are to do these commandments with yvour hands, and keep them on your
mind. Verse 19 and 20 back this up, showing the action to be taken in discussing
them publicly, teaching your children of them, and posting them on your doorposts
and gates for all to see, This shows the non-Israelites whe you are, and which
Elchiym is YOURS. Again the big IF is used in vs.13 and 27. A1l was contingent
upon obedience to Yahweh. This does not mean cbedience to rabbinical commands
issued later by talmudists. Brown-Driver-Briggs-Gesenius lexicon confirms #2903
(frontlet bands) as a metaphorical use, and says “tephillin"{little boxes of
Scripture) were a post-Babylon creation of the talmudists’ "rabbis™.

Notes - Chapter 12 has several critical passages.

In vs.2-4 is the command to destroy all pagan places

of worship. There is a stern warning not to worship
Yahweh as the pagans worship their '"gods". In vs.5&6
Yahweh will choose His own place for Yisrael to worship.
Eventually, this will be in Judah's territory, at the
Temple in Jerusalem. In vs. 8 is a notice that the manner of worship will change

when they cross the Yarden River. No more "do as you feel" worship. In vs.10,

the term "hated enemies" is a more emphatic word, and has both racial, and tribal

overtones. Jt differs in use from other words for "hate”. In vs. 5&22, clean and

unclean are "legal" terms. A person that touched a dead body would be "unclean"”

for a time, until ritual purification occurred. "Clean" would be someone not in

violation of the cleanliness statutes. Several verses warn against the eating of

blood. Again in vs.30&31 is a warning against imitating the local pagan worship :
practices in any manner. They even sacrificed their own children to their false !
"gods'", These were nasty folks, and Yahweh wanted them destroved totally. !
In verse 32 is the admonition not to add to the commandments, such as Talmudic
traditions from Babylen which are in use today by the followers of Talmudism,
today called "Judaism'". Also they were told not to take away from them, as the

liberal "Christian" sects have done, in order to enhance collections when they
worship on the day of the sun "god", and encourage universalism{mixed congregat-
ions), admit open homosexuals and fornicators, etc. An Israelite is ocnly an I
Israelite if the bloodline remains pure. A mamzer{mongrel) may not enter the con- ’
gragation of Israel, and Yahshua came not except for the lost sheep of the house
of Israel. Amen and amen.

AIl of the cursed seedline are to be killed, including the
women and children. This insured that the worship practices of the false elohiym
were not learmed, and the sexual mixing of pure Yisrael and cursed seed did not
occur, Unfortunately, Yisrael did not completely chey in this matter, and the
results are seen today.

Notes - The first secticon of 21 has to do with the murder of a man by an unknown
assailant, and the discharge of blood guilt by breaking the neck of a young ox.
Bloedgullt is a serious matter to Yahweh, and the punishment of a killer must
follow. We do not follow Scriptural law today, and Yahweh's wrath is becoming
evident in all the disturbances in "nature” that are occuring, as well as war,
famine, diseases, etc. The penalty for crimes is clear in Scripture, and does not
mention imprisounment. Kings used prison, Yahweh commanded restitution. A very
clear difference. The second part of 21 shows the treatment due a captured woman,
and fair treatment for wives and sons, The stoning of a rebellious son may or may
not be literal, but allegorical as a moral guide for behavior. The third section
¢oncerns a hanged criminal, and references Gal.3:13, in which Yahshua Messiah was
