LEVITICUS - TorAh KohénTym (Law of the Priests)

Leviticus is a technical manual for the priests, detailing all the sacrificial
laws. Also and more impeortant to us teday, are national laws for the Israelite
people for health, sexual behavior, business dealings, proper conduct towards
each other, conduct towards allens of other races, conduct towards visiting
Israelites from other countries, holy days and feasts, food that can be eaten,
ete. It shows WHAT to do, and very importantly, what NOT to do. It gives the
punishments for specific trespasses , up to and including death. Only the laws
-of sacrifice were fulfilled with the death and resurrection of Yahshuah Messiah.
All other laws stand, "Until heaven and earth pass away". We still may not
murder, covet, steal, etc. We still may not eat pork, or other unclean animals,
because they are a cleansing mechanism for the planet, and the toxins they are
full of pose a serious health risk for us. Yahweh did not make frivolous rules.
All these laws are only for our benefit, in the form of health, peace, and
happiness. When we break them, there 1s a consequence for 1t. We are not in
-compliance today, and look at the mess we are in. Diseases due to damaged immune
systems, wars, pollution of our ecosystem, non—nutritional hybrid foods,etc.
Levitical laws are current now, except the sacrificial laws which were fulfil-
led. _

In the section on animals, many words are unclear as to the meaning of the word
in todays context of known animals, and I will note this in the marglin notes.
In much of Leviticus, 1t is a technical manual, and requires no commentary of
mine for clarification. In those sections I will have margin notes only. Where
a word is a standard through the text, I will Iist the Strong's number a few
times, and then just use the word. Words are doubled in Hebrew for an emphatic
usage, so If two of the same numbers follow, you know what it means., All proper
names will be in the Strong's transliteration format, for people, and places.
The name as appearing in the KJV will be in the margin.

All notes and comments are mine, based on considerable research. The actual
scripture, however, is as accurate as possible, with no slanting for anyones
"agenda™. It says what it says, period. For research I have used Strong's
Exhaustive Concordance, The complete Word study 01ld Testament{AMG Publishers),
The Complete Word Study Dictionary(AMG Publishers), several old Torahs in both
Hebrew and English, The NRSV version of the Bible(lots of notes there), and

a NKJV for some comparisons. Do not make the mistake of automatically discount-
ing all "jewish" literature. Much has the Hebrew included, and it differs much
from their translations to English. Much truth can be found, if spiritual dis-
cernment 1s used. Study, to show yourself approved!

Please look up all words you may doubt for yourself. I want you to study hard,
and receive all the blessings that I have received from the Word., I am still
in prison, at this point (2008), and the typewriters are anclent and cranky.

I am doing the best that I can under these poor conditions, so please forgive
my typing, and any typos I might miss.

In verse 3, we see the stipulation of no blemish for the sacrifice. This carries
on throughout all sacrificial offerings. Yahshua Messiah was without blemish, and
qualified for the final and perfect sacrifice. All laws relating to sacrifices
for sin remission have been fulfilled, and are of historical significance only.

The covenant of salt was a major thing for Yisra’el. It was binding, and a
great offence to break it.

Notes — Chapter 5 is another blood sacrifice chapter, and has been fulfilled,
however it has some moral guldelines that are still current. The refusal to
give testimeony In a dispute is clearly sinful. Unclean "creeping things" are
not to be touched, as they carry disease even today. Dead carcasses were also
unclean, in physical terms, and a person could not approach Yahweh's holy place

if he were defiled in any way. Rashly spoken words will still cause you trouble,
and an oath given may not be wise. It may have bad consequences. Leviticus is

filled with wise things to gulde us today.

Notes - Chapter 7 has several food laws that are still current, and the penalty

for violation was severe. We still are not to eat fat, or blood. The rest of the
chapter is again sacrificial sin remission, and has been fulfilled.

The word translated "forever” in verse 36 is used a lot. It is 5769, and a more

literal translation is "for a very long time", not exactly "forever"”.

Notes - All of chapter 8 is about the consecration of ’AhBrown and his sons to
the priesthood.

They had to carefully obey
all these ordinances, or die, as shown in verse 35. Very complicated rituals,

all now fulfilled.

Notes - All of Chapter 11 is still in effect. This tells us (for health reasons),
not to eat scavengers and garbage disposal animals. Swine retains toxins that
clean animals pass through their systems. Shellfish filter out toxic substances
from the waterways,as do shrimp and lobsters. Catfish are bottom feeders, and
clean up dead and decaving carcasses in the waters. O0f course vultures have many
deadly bacteria on their beaks from rotting flesh, and a person would never eat
centipedes or other filthy ground dwel}ers. Not only does this chapter have laws
for our health, it is also to set Yisra’€l apart from the non-Yisra’el nations
around tt. The laws do not apply to non-Yisra’€l peoples. QOur behavior and obed-
lence to Yahweh's laws were a distinguishing feature back then, and are supposed
to be so today. Come cut from among them, and be ye separate.

Notes - This chapter is noteable for the miserable translation in the KJV,
Blemish was translated as "plague”, skin disease as "leprosy"”, mildew as
"leprosy”, and this will pick up again in chapter 14, when speaking of house
mold. Leprosy is a virtually uncurable(at that time) disease, that eats away

a persons flesh. If it went away on its own, it was not leprosy. Only in
verses 44,45,and 46 could this be actual leprosy, as the treatment of the
victim, and rules for crying "unclean” were for the protection of the public
from contact spreading of this dreaded disease. All these laws were for public
health, as they had no antibiotics back then to cure skin disease, easily
cured today. They were not to wear rotting clothes, or mouldy ones, for common
sense health reasons. They had to hand make their clothing then, and if a
garment could be saved, or repaired, it was important to them. No c¢lothing
stores or shopping malls there.

Notes - Chapter 14 is about personal and public health when it concerns houses
taken after the Canaanites had been driven out. A mildewed house 1s a health
problem even today, with allergies and respiratery problems ensuing from the
breathing in of spores. The rest of the chapter concerns sacrifices for cleans-
ing an afflicted individual, and have been fulfilled. Again, the word “leprosy”
was used generically in the KJV for all manner of disease, and even moldy
walls. Common sense replastering 1s shown as a repair technique, such as re-

placing old rotted drywall sheets today.
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1. And Yahweh spoke to MOsheh and to ’Ah#rdwn, saving,
2. “Speak to the children of Yisra’€l, and say to them,
When any man has a running discharge(2100) from his
penis(1320), because of his discharge(2101) he is un~-
clean.

7. And he that touches the body of him that has the dis-
charge shall wash his clothes, and bathe in water, and
be unclean until the evening.

9, And whatever saddle he rides upon that has the dis-
charge shall be unclean.

10. And whoever touches any thing that was under him
shall be unclean until the evening.: and he that carries
any of those things shall wash his clothes, and bathe in
water, abd be unclean until the evening.

11. And whoever he that has the discharge touches, with-
out first rinsing his hands in water, he shall wash his
clothes, and bathe in water and be unclean until the
evening.

12, And the vessel of clay that he that has the discharge
touches shall be broken: and every vessel of wood shall
be rinsed in water.

13. And when he that has the discharge is cleansed of
his discharge; then he shall number to himself seven
days for his cleansing, and wash his clothes, and bathe
his body in living water, and shall be clean.

14, And on the eighth day he shall take two turtledoves,
or twWo young pigeons, and come before Yahweh to the door
of the Tent of Meeting, and give them to the priest:

15. And the priest shall offer them, the one for a sin
offering, and the other for a burnt offering; and the
priest shall make an atonement for him befeore Yahweh for
his discharge.
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16. And 1f any man's seed of copulation(7902) goes out
from him, then he shall wash all his body in water, and
be unclean until the evening.

17. And every garment, and every skin which the seed of
copulation is on, shall be washed with water, and be
unclean until the evening.

23. And if it is on her bed, cor on any thing where she
sits, when he touches it, he shall be unclean until the
evening.

25. And if a woman has a flow of her bleod many days
out of the time of her menstrous cyele, or if it runs
beyond the time of her menstrous cycle; all the days of
the flow of her uncleanness shall be as the days of her
menstrous cycle: she shall be unclean.

26. Every bed where she lies all the days of her flow
shall be unto her as the bed of her impurity: and what-
ever she sits on shall be unclean, as the uncleanness
of her 1impurity.

27. And whoever touches those things shall be unclean,
and shall wash his clothes, and bathe himself in water,
and shall be unclean until the evening..

28. But if she be cleansed of her flow, then she shall
number to herself seven days, and after that she shall
be clean.

29. And on the eighth day she shall take unto her two
turtledoves, or two young pigeons, and bring them to the
priest, to the door of the Tent of Meeting.

And the priest shall offer the cme for a sin offer-
ing, and the other for a burnt offering; and the priest
shall make an atonement for her before Yahweh for the
flow of her uncleanness.

Notes - All of this chapter, with the exception of the sacrificial part, is
still a law. Thils was more health laws, and als¢ laws for sexual behavior.
Teday such laws are "unpopular”, but all morality seems to be. Yahweh made
these laws, and it is not our place to ignore them for being "unpopular™.

Notes — Older volumes have ‘Kzﬁ’zal in a format of a proper name, as it was con-
sidered to be a desert demon tec whom all sin is imputed. In the lower case form,
it would mean "goat of departure”, hence the term “scapegeat", as a goat that
escaped. The day of Atonement has been fulfilled, as far as any sacrificial
requirement, and the term forever(5769) in verse 31 again does not mean literal
eternity, but means "for a very long time". It was a long time that this was

in practice, but with Yahshua's sacrifice it ended, as He was the ultimate atone-
ment for all sin.

16. You shall not go around as a gossip(7400) among your
people: neither shall vou rise up(5975) against the
bload of your neighbor: I am Yahweh.

18. You shall not take vengeance(53358), ar bear a grudge

a woman that is a bondmaid, betrothed(2778) to a husband,
and not at all redeemed(6299/6299), nor freedom{2668)
given her; she shall be punished(1244); they shall not
be put to death, because she was not free{2666).

21. And he shall bripng his guilt offering to Yahweh, to
the door of the Tent of Meeting, a ram for a guilt off-
ering.

22. And the priest shall make an atonement for him with
the ram of the guilt offering before Yahweh for his sin
which he has committed: and the sin which he has commit-
ted shall be forgiven him.

23. And when vyou come into the land, and have planted

all types of trees for food(3978), then you shall
consider(6188) the fruit of it as uncircumcised(6189):
three years it shall be as uncircumcised to you: it shall
not be eaten.

25. And in the fifth vear vou shall eat of the fruit of
it, that it may continue(3254) the increase(8393) of it
for you: I am Yahweh your ’Elﬁh?ym.

27. You shall not round{5362) the sides(6285) of your
heads(7218), neither shall you destroy(7843) the sides
of your beard.

29. Do not defile your daughter, to cause her to be a
prostitute(2181); lest the land fall to fornicaticn
(2181), and the land become full of sexual wickedness.
30. You shall keep My shabb&ths and reverence(3372) My
sanctuary: L am Yahweh.

31, Do not turn to(6437) mediums(178), neither seek
(1245) after wizards(3049), to be defiled by them:

I am Yahweh your ’Elﬁhﬁym.

32. You shall rise up(6965) before the gray head(7872),
and honor(1921) the presence of the elder{2205), and
revere your ’Elahiym: I am Yahweh.

33. And if an alien{1616) visits(148l) with you in your

land, you shall not oppress{(3238) him.
34. But the alien that dwells with you shall be to you

as one born among you, and vou shall love him as your-
self; for vou were allens in the land of Mitsrayim:

in verses 21 and 22, This chapter is a morality chapter. It tells us to be honest

in our dealings with one another. It stresses the holiness of The Name{vs.l12). It
tells us not to cheat employees by withholding wages{vs.l3). Do not make jest of
the blind or deaf{vs.l4). Don't show favoritism to either poor or rich when you
judge a matter(vs.15). On and on, this chapter is still so filled with how to live
today. In vs.l7, the word brother means a fellow racial Israelite. This ties to vs.
18, as it refers to the children of YOUR people, and neighbor is a racial kinsman
of Israel. In vs.l9, we are sternly warned about mixing. This goes back to the
prohibition of Israel mixing with other races of people, thereby polluting the

holy seed{Gen.,Ex.,Jer.) If mixing is wrong for a garment, then how much more so
for the seed of ’Adam? In vs.27 and 28, this refers to the practices of the nations
that Israel was to drive out. Hairstyles and tattoos and scarings of the body were
done in worship of their false "gods”, as well as rampant sexual orgies in the
ceremenies. Fo:nication(2181) means sexX with other races, not just plain sex.

The orgles associated with worship of the pagan "gods™ mixed the seed of Israel
with the seedline of the cursed races, resulting in half-breed Canaanites, who

had mixed with the seed of Cain, whose father was the enchanter in Genesis.
Therefore,"Your father 1s the devil, and the works of your father vou will do.™
The devil's children in the flesh. Yahshua Messiah had it right.
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Book of Leviticus, Chapter 20

1. And Yahweh spoke to Mﬁsheh, saying,

2. "Again you shall say to the children of Yisrfa’é1,
Whoever of the children of Yisrd'el, or of the aliens

10. And the man that commits adultery{(5003) with another
man's wife, he that commits adultery with his neighbor's
wife, the adulterer and the adulteress shall surely be
put to death.

11. And the man that has sex with his father's wife has
tncovered his father's nakedness: both of them shall
surely be put to death: their blood shall be upon them.

12. And if a man has sex with his daughter in law, both
of them shall surely be put to death: they have done
incest(8397); their blood shall be upon them.

13, If a man has sex with mankind(2145), as he beds(4904)
both of them have committed an abomination: they shall
surely be put to death; their blood shall be upon them.
14, And if 2 man takes a wife and her mother, it is
wickedness: they shall be burnt{8313) with fire, both he
and they; so that there is no wickedness among vou.

15, And if a man has intercourse{(5414/7903) with a beast,
he shall surely be put to death: and you shall slay(2026)
the beast. :
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2181 is fig."fornication",
part of the pagan rites.

16. And if a woman approaches to any beast, and mates
with it, you shall kill the woman, and the beast: they
shall surely be put to death; their blcod shall be upon
them.

17. And if a man takes his sister, his father's daughter,

or his mother's daughter, and sees{7200) her nakedness,
and she sees his nakedness; it is a reproach{(2617};

and they shall be cut off in the eyes of their people:
he has uncovered his sister's nakedness; he shall bear
his iniquity.

18. Apnd if a man has sex with a menstruating woman, and
uncovers her nakedness; he has uncovered(6168) her flow,
and she has uncovered the flow of her blcod: both of
them shall be cut off from ameng their people.

19. And you shall not uncover the nakedness of vyour
mother's sister, nor of your father's sister: for he
uncovers his blood relation: they shall bear their
iniquity.

20. And if a man has sex with his uncle's wife, he has
uncovered his uncle's nakedness: they shall bear their
sin; they shall die childless(6185).

21, And if a man takes his brother's wife, 1t is an
unclean thing(5079): he has uncovered his brother's
nakedness; they shall be childless.

22. You shall therefore keep all My statutes, and all
My judgements, and do them: that the land where I bring
you to dwell in not vomit you out.

23. And you shall not walk in the practices of the
nation, which I cast out before you: for they committed
all these things, and therefore I loathed(6973) them.
24, But I have said to you, You shall inherit{3423) the
land, and I will give it to you to possess(3423), a jand
that flows with milk(2461) and honey(1706): I am Yahweh
your ’ﬁlahfym, who has separated(914) you from other
people.

25. You will therefore put separation(%14) between
clean beasts and unclean, and between unclean birds and
clean, or by any type of living thing that creeps on
the ground, which I have separated from you 2s unclean.
26. And you shall be heoly to me: for I Yahweh am holy,
and have separated you from other people, that you
should be ¥ine.

Z7. A man or a woman that has a conjured spirit{(178), or
that is & wizard, shall surely be put to death: they
shall stone them with stones: their blood shall be upon
them."”
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Book of Leviticus, Chapter 20

Notes — This chapter is a repetition of some laws, with the addition of some
penalties for the infractions. Sacrificing your child to M3lek was a capital
offence. Death by stoning was the method of execution back then. If the local
people did not do anything to him for his crime, they were also cut off from
Yisra’8l. Cursing vou parents was a capital offence. Where vou see the term
"their blcood shall be upon them", this means that their death was a result of
their own misbehavior. Adultery was a capital crime. Today would be a lot
different if we had kept these laws. Less divorces, for sure. Again the lawsg
against sex within the family. In vs.l13, the penalty for homosexuality{sodomy)
was death. No "gay rights"” back then. No AIDS either, for that matter. having
a wife and her mother was death by burning(8313,destruction by fire)}. Sex
with a beast was a capital ecrime. Sex with a menstruating woman was a capital
crime, with the penalty added in this verse. In vs.23, Yahweh warns that the
people of the pagan nations did these things, and if Yisr3’81 did not want

the same fate, they better live by Yahweh's laws. In vs.25, clean and unclean
is separated, and in vs.26, Yisra’8l is also separated from the unclean nations.
Finally, in vs.27, mediums and wizards were to be killed by stoning also.
No shades of grey, clear laws and clear penalties. No "lawyerese”.

Book of Leviticus, Chapter 21

1. And Yahweh said to MOsheh, "Speak to the priests the
sons of ’Ah#rdwn, and say to them, There shall none be
defiled for a dead body among his people:

2, Unlegs it is for his kin, that is near to him, for
his mether, and fer his father, and for his son, and
for his daughter, and for his brother,

3. And for his sister a virgin, that is near to him,
which has no husband; for her may he be defiled(2930).
4. But he shall not defile himgself, being a lord among
his people, to profane himself(2490).

5. They shall not make{(7139) baldness{7144) upon their 21:5 Lev.19:27,28
head, neither shall they shave off(1548) the sides of Deut.l4:1
their heard, nor make any Cuttingsvin their body.

6. They shall be holy unto their ’Elﬁhf&m, and not
profane The Name of thelr ’Elﬁh?ym: for the offerings
made by fire of Yahweh, and the bread of their *E18nTym,
they do offer: therefore they shall be hely.

7. They shall not take a wife that is a whore(2181), or
profane{2491); neither shall they take a woman divorced
(1644} from her husband: for he is holy unto his
’ﬁlﬁhfym.

8. You shall sanctify him therefore; because he offers
the bread of your ’El3h?ym: he shall be holy to vyou:

foer 1 Yahweh, which sanctify vyou, am holy.

9. And the daughter of any priest, if she profanes her-
self by playing the whore, she profanes her father: ghe
shall be burnt(8313) with fire.

10. And the great(1419) priest among his brothers, upon
whose head the annointing cil was poured, and that is
consecrated to put on the garments, shall not uncover
hig head, nor rend his clothes;

11, Neither shall he go in to any dead body, nor defile
himself for his father, or for his mother;

12, Neither shall he go out of the sanctuary, nor pro-
fane the sanctuary of his *F15hTym; because the crown
(5145) of the annointing oil of his ’Elah?ym is upon
him: I am Yshweh,

13. And he shall take a wife in her virginity(1331).

18. For whatever man that has a blemish, he shall not
appreach: a blind(5787) man, or a lame(6455)} man, or

he that is disfigured(2763), or has anything deformed
(8311),

19, Or a man that is broken footed, or breoken handed,
20. Or bhunchbacked{1384), or a dwarf, or that has an
obscurity(8400) in his eve, or has a skin disease, or
scabbed, or has his testicles(810) crushed{4790);

21. No man that has a blemish of the seed of ’AhZrCwn
the priest shall come near to offer the offerings made
by fire of Yahweh: he has a blemish; he shall not come
near to offer the bread of his ’fl%giym.

22, He shall eat the bread of his ’ElBhf&m, of the most
hely, and of the holy.

23. Only he shall not go into the veil, nor come near
the altar, because he has a blemish; so that he does
not profane My sanctuaries: because I Yahweh do sanctify
them."

24, And MOsheh told it to *aAhErown, and to his sons,
and to all the children of Yisra’2l.

Notes - All of chapter 21 is for the Levitical priests cnly. This has been done
away with, when Yahshua Messiah became the High Priest of Melchezidek, and the
Levites lost the priesthood. Note the penalty in vs.9, death by fire. Yahweh

was serious about personal behavior.

Book of Leviticus, Chapter 22

1. And Yahweh spoke to Mosheh, saying,

2. “Speak to ’AhZrown and to his sons, that they conse-
crate themselves for the holy things of the children of
Yisrf’81, and that they do not profane My Holy Name in
those things which they hallow unto Me: I am Yahweh.

3. Say to them, Whoever of all your seed among your
posterity, that goes unto the holy things, which the
children of Yisra’€l hallow unto Yahweh, having his
uncleanness upon him, that person shall be cut off

from My presence: 1 am Yahweh.

4. Whatever man of the seed of ’Ah¥rown is a leper(6879)
or has a running discharge; he shall not eat of the

holy things, until he is c¢lean, and whoever touches any
thing that is unclean by a dead body, or a man whose
semen goes from him;

5. Or whoever touches any creeping thing, whereby he

may be made unclean, or an *8d8m of who he may take
uncleanness, Whatever uncleanness he has;

5, The person which has touched any such shall be
unclean until the evening, and shall not eat of the holy
things, unless he washes his body with water.

7. And when the sun is down he shall be clean, and shall
afterward eat of the holy things; because it is his food.
8. That which dies of itself, or that which is torn by
beasts, he shall not eat to defile himself with: I am
Yahweh.

9. They shall therefore keep My ordinance, lest they
bear sin for it, and die of it, if they profane it: I
Yahweh do sanctify them.

10. There shall no foreigner{2114) eat of the holy thing:
a guest(8453) of the priest, or a hired servant, shall
not eat of the holy thing.

11, But if the priest buy a perscn with his money, he
shall eat of it, and he that is born in his house: they
shall eat of his food.

12. But if the priest's daughter is married to a foreign
man, she may pot eat of an offering of the holy things.
13. But if the priest's daughter is a widow, or divorced,
and has no children, and has returned to her father's
house, as in her youth, she shall eat of her father's
food: but there shall no foreigner eat of it.

14, And if a man eat of the holy thing unwittingly, then
he shall add the fifth part to it, and shall give 1t to
the priest with the holy thilng.

15. And they shall not profane the holy things of the
children of Yisra’8l, which they offer to Yahweh;
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6879 here most likely
means actual leprosy.
