The "Fifth of the Musterings" {chamis ha-paqawdiym) is the name of this book
in Hebrew, Others have different names for it, but this is the oldest that I
have found. 1t has a lot to de with census counts, which numbered the voung
men capable of service in the military actions of the Israelites, It is a
record of geneology of the families, and shows, basically, who was inveoived
in capturing the Canaanite lands from the heathen tribes that lived in them,
It also contains laws, and rules for behavior for the lsraelite pecple. It
recounts the dedication of the Tabernacle, with all the offerings involved.
It also repeats some of the happenings in Exodus, and expands the description
of events there to a greater degree. In chapter 22-24 the story of Balaam
(Bil‘ﬁm) is told, and in chapter 25 it tells of the results of race mixing,
with the story of Phinehas(Piynechﬁq). Chapter 31 is the account of war agai-
nst the Midianites. Chapter 33 is the journeys of the Israelites through the
wilderness. 35 and 36 give the lands of inheritance for the tribes by name,
A1l in all, this is a great historical accounting of the beginnings of Israel
in their new lands given to them by Yahweh.

As in the earlier books that I have corrected, I will be using the Strong's
transliteration format for all proper names, of people, and places. This is
intended as a study aid, and the Strong's number will follow the name the first
time or two, and then I will just use the name. The name as it appears in the
RKJV will be in the margin notes. As this is a historical book, not many notes !
and comments are required, and when they are, they will follow the end of the
chapter. As before, all netes and comments are mine. Agree or disagree at
your disgression., My views are of the two seed line Israel Identity view, and
not of modern 'churchianity™. The actual Scripture, however, is as accurate
as I can get it with available research material. References to other Scripture
is also in the margins. Sometimes, in the KJV, words were added in italics for
easier comprehension in English, but many times this changed the entire context
of the passape. Here, I may have a word in parentheses, but not if it changes
context in any way. Hebrew to English is difficult, as the format is entirely
different, and the writing stvle back then is so very different from todav's
stylings that one word in Hebrew requires several in English to convey the same
meaning. Where this cccurs, I will underline the words and follow with the
Strong's number for the Hebrew word they represent.

Names in Hebrew were used for many perscns, and they were not exclusive to
any. There were several of each, and study is required to see exactly which
person the name refers to, Sometimes in the time period of a book chapter, there
are two people with the same name. Where possible, I will note this teo keep the
confusion to a minimum,

Reference material used here is The Complete Word Study 0ld Testament (KJV) by
AMG publishers, The Complete Word Study Dictionary- Old Testament by AMG,

a NRSV version for comparison, Strong's Exhaustive Concordance by Nelson Publis-
hars, several old Torahs(jewisgh) in Hebrew and English{den't panic!). The books
of jewish origin have much infermation in them, and the English translation is
sometimes quite different than what is in the Hebrew. This shows an agenda.

Even though they are jewish, spiritual discernment can be used to glean know-
ledge otherwise missed. In use also are essays and teaching letters by such
scholars as Bertrand Comparet, Clifton Emahiser, William Finck, and others.

I hope vou find this book interesting, and it aids vou in your studies.

Kotes - There are two sides to this law. If the woman was guilty, her punishment
was Infertility, as her uterus had dropped and she could no longer conceive, I
don't know where they came up with "thigh to rot" in the KJV, as verse 28 is i
quite clear what happened if she was innocent. She could conceive seed(have :
children}. Innocence was proved by this, the second side to the law. Yahweh had
thought of both continpgencies when He gave it to Mosheh., Kote that in verse 13
it states there were no witnesses. Yahweh is a witness, and He would reveal the
truth of the matter.

In the beginning of Chapter 5 it just repeats that diseased people were to be
separated from healthy ones. Common sense, today known as "guarantine'. No law
given by Yahweh was frivolous. All had a practical side to them.

In verses 5-10, the law was for restoration to a wronged party by the one that
has done the wrong. This should apply today as '"restirution" used to be part of
our law system. Now the lawyers get it all, not the victim.

Notes - This is one more affirmation of Yahweh's power. A rod was a stripped piece
of wood used as an instrument for chastisement, or a walking staff (typically a
tree branch).
